Founded in 1958, California State University, Northridge
(CSUN) is a public university in the Northridge neighborhood
of Los Angeles, California, in the San Fernando Valley. CSUN
is one of the 23 general campuses of the California State
University system. Itisthe third largest university in California
in terms of enrollment, just behind CSUF and UCLA. CSUN
offers 134 different Bachelor’s degrees, Master’s degrees in
70 different fields, and 3 Doctoral degrees in 10 colleges.
It had 38,310 students in 2013. It occupies 353 acres (1.43
Square kilometers).

ACCREDITATIONS

CSUN is accredited by the Western Association of Schools
and Colleges (WASC). It is recognized by the Ministry of
Education of the People’s Republic of China (see http://
www.jsj.edu.cn/news/1/170.shtml for more information).
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e CSUN encourages students to combine academic

pursuits with hands-on experience. It also serves as the
intellectual, economic and cultural heart of the Valley
and beyond.

Eight faculty members have been awarded prestigious
Guggenheim Fellowships for research and creative
activity, while 59 have won Fulbright awards to conduct
research or teach abroad.

CSUN is home to the National Center on Deafness, and
the university hosts the International Conference on
Technology and Persons with Disabilities.

The university draws its freshmen from the top one-
third of California high school graduates.

The student-faculty ratio at California State University-
-Northridge is 27:1, and the school has 10.5 percent of
its classes with fewer than 20 students. The average
freshman retention rate, an indicator of student
satisfaction, is 75.8 percent.

Located in California, being in proximity to Asia, it is
a most favorite destination of choice among Chinese.
Well-known for its warm and sunny weather, its
temperature ranges from an average of 50F in January
to an average of 85F in July. It enjoys (on average) 300
days of sunshine per year.

Known as a hi-tech hub, California is home to many
world renowned hi-tech companies including Apple,
Facebook, Google, Oracle, Cisco, etc... This generates a
lot of demand for university graduates.
