SAT/ACT Optional

Is SAT/ACT a must for admissions to US
universities and colleges?

Is it true that universities that do not
require SAT/ACT are not good schools?

This is NOT necessarily true !

The National Center for Fair and Open Testing
(“FairTest”) has published a report “Test Scores
Do Not Equal Merit” which indicates the
following:

(a) Over 815 4-year colleges and universities
across the US, acting on the belief that “test
scores do not equal merit”, do not use
SAT/ACT to make admissions decisions.

(b) Schools that have made SAT/ACT optional for
admissions are widely pleased with the results.
Many report their applicant pools and enrolled
classes have become more diverse without any
loss in academic quality. “Test Score Optional”
policies promote both equity and excellence.

(c) Lessons learned at the wide range of “test
score optional” schools can be applied to
many other institutions. These lessons
include:

(1) Dropping SAT/ACT leads to greater
diversity in student mix.

(2) De-emphasizing tests attracts more
students who are academically capable.

(3) High school performance (expressed either
as grades or class rank) is the best
available screening indicator for
applicants.
